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INTRODUCTION
· Mr Joe Motha (Australia), Chair of the Land Experts Group (LEG) presented a report on behalf of LEG.  Thirteen economies attended the meetings on 13 and 15 June 2011: Australia, Indonesia, Japan, Republic of Korea, Malaysia, New Zealand, Papua New Guinea, the Philippines, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, United States of America and Viet Nam. 
· The Chair welcomed all delegates to Australia, Brisbane and LEG.  
· The Chair welcomed Mr Hyun-Jung Kim of the Republic of Korea who was acting as Deputy Chair in the absence of Mr Myung Sun Son.  The Chair also welcomed Mr Sim Say Kiong of Malaysia who was chairing the Road Safety Sub-group in the absence of Mr Raymond Teoh.
· At the invitation of the Chair, delegates introduced themselves.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
The agenda was adopted noting that some changes in the order of items would need to be made during the course of the meetings.

CHAIR’S REMARKS

The Chair welcomed the contribution of all delegates and noted the directions for LEG in the Lead Shepherd’s Policy Direction for TPT WG-34.
SUB-GROUP CHAIR’S REPORTS
Mr Hyun-Jung Kim provided a report on the work of LEG-VSHG and Mr Sim Say Kiong reported on the work of LEG-SAF.

DECADE OF ACTION FOR ROAD SAFETY 2011-2020

The Chair referred to his remarks at the opening plenary and invited a discussion on the Decade of Action.  The Chair drew attention to the Global Plan for the Decade of Action and invited delegates to take copies that had been provided at the meeting.  The Chair also referred to the Road Safety Fund created to support implementation of the Decade of Action.  The fund, to which any organisation or person can contribute, is managed by the FIA Foundation and the World Health Organization.

The Indonesian delegate reported on Decade of Action initiatives in Indonesia.  Of the 33 provinces, 15 already have a program for road safety.  Goals and targets have been prescribed by presidential decree – there are goals and targets for 2011 as well as up to 2035.
Papua New Guinea indicated that it did not currently have a national road safety strategy.  They are awaiting finalisation of the National Transport Strategy before strategically addressing road safety.

The Chair outlined the developments in the United Nations system that have led to the Decade of Action and referred to the key role of Oman and its Ambassador to the UN in enabling road safety to receive the attention of the UN General Assembly.

Australia noted that LEG-VSHG had considered its activities in light of the Global Plan and was satisfied that its work was in alignment with the objectives and actions in the plan.  However, this would be examined in more detail inter-sessionally. 
REPORTS ON PROJECTS AND ACTIVITIES
Matrix project for economies to share information on road safety strategies and targets (led by Australia)

Australia as lead economy for this project provided an update.

This project commenced in 2007 in response to the TMM5 Joint Ministerial Statement that all economies adopt comprehensive national road safety strategies with realistic but challenging fatality and injury reduction objectives.

The project requires information on each economy’s national road safety strategy and targets to be recorded in two matrices which are periodically updated.
In May 2011 Australia e-mailed all economies requesting information for updating the matrices.  Responses were received from Australia, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, New Zealand, Papua New Guinea, Singapore, Chinese Taipei and Thailand.  

It was noted that matrix 1 contains information for 15 economies and matrix 2 for 16 economies (Papua New Guinea has provided information for matrix 2 but is unable to contribute to matrix 1).  Five economies have yet to provide information for matrices 1 and 2.  
It was noted that after TPT-WG33, Australia had communicated with the economies that had not contributed to the matrices.  It was agreed that Australia would again communicate with the heads of delegation of these economies and request that the information be provided before TMM7 in September 2011.  In communicating with these economies, it was agreed that the Chair would draw attention to the Decade of Action for Road Safety as well as the TMM5 directive.
It was noted that it had been agreed at TPT-WG33 that the matrices would be updated once each year at an appropriate time (such as just before a TPT-WG meeting).

The nine responses for updating the matrices were noted with appreciation.
 Compendium on best practices on motorcycle and scooter safety (led by 
Australia)

This two-stage project is being conducted by the Centre for Accident Research and Road Safety ​– Queensland (CARRS-Q).  

Professor Narelle Haworth of CARRS-Q provided an update to LEG-SAF which covered the origin of the project, its aims and the issues involved with powered two wheelers (PTWs).  
The safety measures in the compendium will be in the form of a user-friendly and accessible website.  The measures will be classified as: proven effective; potentially effective; unlikely to be effective.  There will be a number of case studies to illustrate implementation in different contexts.   

Professor Haworth requested economies to provide videos and photos for the case studies.  Australia made a request for all economies to provide information on case studies to increase the usefulness of the compendium.

It was noted that a third stage of the project is envisaged involving a workshop to present the results of the project.  This workshop may precede a TPT-WG meeting or may be held in conjunction with some other event.  However, this proposal is not currently funded; funding for this stage will have to be explored later. 

Road safety measures for heavy vehicles in APEC transport supply chains – Australia

This project, led by Australia, is in response to directives from transport Ministers from Australia, Malaysia, New Zealand, Singapore and Thailand who met in Melbourne, Australia in February 2010.  The project also addresses chokepoint 7 (variations in cross border standards and regulations for movement of goods, services and business travellers) of the APEC Supply Chain Connectivity Framework.

It was noted that a questionnaire had been issued to all economies in May 2011 with a closing date of 9 June 2011 seeking information for the project.  As at 10 June only a few economies had responded, necessitating an extension of time for responses.  

It was noted that the questionnaire is quite detailed and it may be difficult for economies to provide answers to all the questions; however, some questions are quite basic and data for these are likely to be available in most economies.  Australia had provided answers to the questions using available data as a guide for other economies.

Australia noted that if sufficient questionnaire responses are not received, one part of the project would have insufficient data but this would not affect the part of the project involving the compilation of the compendium of safety measures for heavy vehicles.  Australia requested all economies to provide responses as soon as possible. 

Project to gather information on rail safety issues and developments (led by the Philippines)

The Philippines reported on progress with this project.  This project responds to the TMM6 Ministerial Statement which encourages the promotion, institutionalization and implementation of best practices and technologies designed to create a safer road and rail environment.  

A questionnaire had been prepared and sent to all economies by the Philippines.  

Nine economies had responded to the questionnaire: Australia; Canada; Indonesia; Japan; New Zealand; the Philippines; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand.  The responses have been provided to all economies in a summary matrix format by the Philippines.

It was agreed that the Philippines will send the questionnaire again to all economies requesting that economies that have not responded do so as early as possible.  Economies that have previously responded may wish to update their information.  Economies could share their best practices and concerns to enable LEG-SAF to discuss these and develop recommendations.
Land transport security
The United States of America provided an update on the work of the International Working group on Land transport security (IWGLTS).  This group had held its eighth meeting in London on 23 and 24 March 2011.  IWGLTS has several sub-groups and deals with a range of issues including best practices, lessons learnt, new technologies and public awareness issues.  
A survey was being conducted on public awareness campaigns in different countries.  An important issue was avoiding ‘security fatigue’ – a situation where the public becomes complacent as result of receiving repeated security messages.

There were several presentations made at the London meeting on a range of topics.  

Australia explained the administrative matters relating to IWGLTS.  IWGLTS has no formal structure or reporting lines.  Economies can contact the Chair and seek permission to attend meetings.  The next meeting is in Singapore in February 2012; the 2013 meeting will be in Canada. 

It was noted that economies can have access to the work of IWGLTS through the Web Board – there are two people from each country who have access to web-based information and resources.  

Indonesia commented on the importance of land transport security issues in the LEG work program and suggested that security stakeholders such as the police be invited to attend LEG meetings if land security matters are in the agenda.
NEW PROJECT PROPOSALS AND EMERGING ISSUES
APEC Bus Anti-terrorism Workshop 

The United States of America provided a presentation on a proposal for a workshop on bus anti-terrorism measures.
Statistics suggest that bus targets represent about 50% of all terrorist attacks worldwide and bus bombing attacks, as opposed to other weapon types, represent 43% of all attacks worldwide.

The goal of the workshop will be to promote continued exchange of best practices and lessons learned in the area of bus anti-terrorism and to facilitate establishment of capacity building relationships between economies.

The proposal comprises three elements:

1) Information sharing, capacity building and public awareness.  
a) Attacks against mass transportation systems – technical characteristics of Improvised Explosive Devices (IEDs) and vehicle-borne IEDs; attack tactics and effects; and evolution trends.
b) National security responses to terror attacks against mass transit.
c) Effectiveness analysis of:
i) Security and law enforcement response

ii) Security awareness training of bus drivers and general public.
d) Technologies for mass transportation.

2) Practical exercise.

3) Sharing of formal experts list among APEC economies – list to be created at workshop.
The workshop will seek to feature speakers and experts from a wide range of APEC economies, both developed and developing, to provide participants with a broad view of the experiences and challenges throughout the Asia-Pacific region.  Participants from the private sector will also be invited to share their perspectives.
The workshop will also include a networking session to help match economies with bus anti-terrorism expertise with economies seeking to improve bus and land transportation security.
This session would consist of small focus groups concentrating on specific topics of interest.  Assistance from experts would be voluntary and may eventually lead to activities and initiatives among cooperating economies.

This method of assisting APEC economies with bus security measures would be beneficial because of its collective approach and emphasis on partnering.  It also does not duplicate efforts currently in use by international organisations or economies.  This approach has been adopted successfully in air cargo security.
The expected outcomes of the workshop are: a more focused exchange of bus/land transport security practices and recommendations; wider availability of information on bus security (including both high and low level solutions); self-matching of economies that have expertise in bus security with economies seeking to improve their land transport security.  Additionally, there are spin-off or outreach products: a living document of best practices/lessons learned and a shared list of bus security experts for future consultation.
The Philippines and Australia confirmed that they will co-sponsor the project.

It was noted that experts from APEC economies were welcome to present at the workshop – those interested may contact Mr Lonnie Kishiyama.
If endorsed by TPT-WG, the workshop could be held over two days around the middle of 2012 in Manila.  The workshop will be self-funded.
After discussion, LEG decided to recommend this project for approval by TPT-WG.

WORK OF LEG-VSHG
Australia noted that all economies had embraced harmonisation practices and now needed to focus on implementation.  

Chinese Taipei noted the need to provide opportunities for all economies to contribute to the work of LEG-VSHG, even if they are unable to attend meetings.  This was endorsed by LEG-VSHG and New Zealand.

With regard to harmonisation progress, the Republic of Korea reported status of adopted UNECE regulations of each economy. 
The program of greenhouse gas reduction in Australia and the Republic of Korea was shared among members. 

Various emerging issues were raised including establishing a forum by email and a certification circle for the exchange of information; exchange of information on recall systems; and consideration by economies about changing the sub group’s name (and if  agreed, adoption of a new name).
In regard to the Decade of Action for Road Safety, LEG-VSHG agreed to revisit the global strategy as part of the standing agenda and to identify any particular initiatives for further consideration.

LINKAGES TO MINISTERS’ AND LEADERS’ DIRECTIVES
All projects and activities in LEG-SAF and LEG-VSHG respond directly to Ministerial and Leaders’ directives.

ECONOMY REPORTS
Australia’s new National Road Safety Strategy – Australia (Mr Joe Motha)
The presentation provided an overview of the National Road Safety Strategy 2011-2020 (NRSS).

The strategy was the result of extensive consultation with stakeholders and was approved by Australian Transport Ministers on 20 May 2011. The strategy’s vision is that no person should be killed or seriously injured on Australia’s roads.
The strategy is underpinned by the Safe System approach and sets out actions under safe roads, safe speeds, safe vehicles and safe people.  It has a strong focus on implementation and monitoring and also includes a range of facilitating initiatives to ‘make it happen’.

The strategy has actions to be implemented in the first three years (first steps) and other actions to be considered later (future steps) together with a review of the strategy in 2014.  The strategy’s targets are reductions of at least 30% in the number of deaths and serious injuries by end 2020.

FUTURE WORK PROGRAM
The future work of LEG will include:
· Encouraging all economies to use the platform and leverage of the Decade of Action for Road Safety 2011–2020 to implement actions to improve road safety.

· Continuation of the following projects: road safety strategies and targets in APEC economies (led by Australia); motorcycle and scooter safety (led by Australia); road safety measures for heavy vehicles in APEC transport supply chains (led by Australia); and issues and developments in rail safety (led by the Philippines).

· Information sharing on rail safety, including level crossing safety, and presentations on rail safety at future TPT-WG meetings.

· Subject to approval by TPT-WG, implementation of the bus anti-terrorism workshop in 2012. 
· Continuation of work on harmonisation and implementation of UNECE regulations and regulatory processes.

· Information sharing on harmonisation developments, recall systems and technical matters.

· Establishing a forum by email for the exchange of information on matters such as standards, certification and interpretations.
· Establishing a Certification Circle for the exchange of information on certification systems in use by member economies.

Summary Report for the Closing Plenary�


Recognising that about 450,000 people are killed each year in road crashes in all APEC economies and that hundreds of thousands more are seriously injured, LEG recommends that each APEC economy uses the platform and the leverage of the Decade of Action for Road Safety 2011-2020 to raise awareness of the problem and implement actions to reduce road deaths and serious injuries. 





In the spirit of the Decade of Action for Road Safety 2011-2020 and in accordance with the directive in the TMM5 Joint Ministerial Statement, economies which have not yet adopted a national road safety strategy with casualty reduction objectives are encouraged to do so as early as possible.  In this context, sixteen economies have provided information for the ongoing project on sharing information on national road safety strategies and targets in APEC economies.  LEG recommends that economies that have not yet provided information for the matrices do so as early as possible but before TMM7.





Noting the importance of bus anti-terrorism measures, LEG supports the APEC Bus Anti-Terrorism Workshop project proposal submitted by the United States of America and recommends that it be favourably considered by TPT-WG34.  The project will be conducted in collaboration with the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force and the International working group on Land Transport Security (IWGLTS).  The project is co-sponsored by the Philippines and Australia and will be self-funded.  If approved by TPT-WG34, the workshop could be held around mid-2012.





LEG will continue work on rail safety in accordance with the directive in the TMM6 Ministerial Statement.  Nine economies have provided information for the rail safety project led by the Philippines.  The Philippines will circulate the questionnaire again seeking responses. LEG encourages the economies that have not yet provided information to do so as early as possible.  The nine economies that have already provided information are invited to update their information. �


LEG encourages all economies to respond to the questionnaire on the project led by Australia on road safety measures for heavy vehicles in APEC transport supply chains.





Given that LEG-SAF now also addresses rail safety, LEG recommends that it be re-named Road and Rail Safety Sub-group. �


With regard to harmonisation progress, Republic of Korea, Indonesia and Chinese Taipei gave presentations on the status of harmonisation of vehicle regulations in their economies.





Australia and the Republic of Korea provided presentations on measures for reducing greenhouse gas emissions and ongoing development of environmental protection standards.  





The Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group agreed to establish an e-mail forum and Certification Circle for the exchange of information on certification systems in use by member economies.
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
