	Brief Description of Project -- its purpose and the principal activities (including when and where): 
The project will provide APEC economies with a  template to examine the potential impacts of future market-based measures to manage international tourist aviation greenhouse gas emissions.
This project will involve cooperation between the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG-WG) and the Tourism Working Group (TWG).  The main characteristics of the project are as follows:
· analysis of the physical flow of international visitors flying into and between APEC economies;

· analysis of primary transport modes used to access APEC economies and associated emissions profile, including a differentiation between long haul and short haul access routes;
· analysis of the economic significance of international visitors to APEC economies; and
· an analysis of the impact of market-based measures to address international and intra regional tourist aviation emissions. 
The project will focus on select APEC economies including: Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Indonesia, Malaysia, New Zealand, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam. These economies were selected because of their geographic proximity, degree of intra regional travel, as well as the interconnecting network of international tourist routes. Papua New Guinea was also selected based on its tourism potential to develop a "template" that could be used to assist and guide future development. 
It is intended that a future project could extend the detailed analysis to additional APEC economies. Alternatively, additional economies may be included in this study with additional funding.
Results from this work will form a template that is intended to be utilised by APEC economies to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies, negotiating positions in international fora, and economic development and planning activities.

Project Design
Project Objectives

1) Describe briefly how this project directly responds to the priorities set by APEC Leaders and Ministers and/or the vision of the host economy. Please make reference to the relevant parts of APEC documents. 
This is a joint APEC Transportation and Tourism Working Group project proposal, which is specifically intended to inform sustainable policy approaches to international tourist air travel emissions in APEC. 

The project is in response to a 2007 Directive relating to aviation emissions from APEC Transportation Ministers. In the Joint Ministerial Statement from their Fifth Meeting in Adelaide, Australia in March 2007, APEC Transportation Ministers requested that the Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) work with relevant experts in the field to address, as a matter of urgency, options for cooperative work to contribute to sustainable policy approaches to managing aviation emissions. 
The project also responds to the September 2007 Declaration on Climate Change, Energy Security and Clean Development in which Leaders agreed that any future global action to address the climate-related impact of aviation emissions needs to reflect the interests of all economies, including the views of all APEC economies while noting the leading role of the International Civil Aviation Organisation (ICAO) in developing a balanced approach to aviation emissions based on mutual consent. Leaders also endorsed the private-public sector work in APEC, launched by APEC Transportation Ministers in March 2007, to promote practical co-operative measures that address greenhouse gas emissions from the aviation sector.
The project is consistent with the Terms of Reference for the APEC TPT-WG Aviation Emissions Task Force, particularly in respect of 'enhanced understanding of voluntary economic measures' and 'to complement the work of ICAO on aviation environmental issues'. 
2) Describe the key objectives of the project – usually no more than three
Objective 1: To develop a template from an analysis of relevant issues from pilot economies to be utilised subsequently by APEC economies to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies, negotiating positions in international fora, and economic development and planning activities; 

Objective 2: To increase understanding of the international and intra-regional tourist flows and associated emissions profiles for APEC economies; and
Objective 3: To enhance understanding of the regional economic and social effects of market based measures currently employed or proposed internationally to manage international aviation emissions.
3) Assessment. With reference to each objective in paragraph 2), provide the current status and expected end-of-project target, so that the success of the project can be measured over the short and medium term. Current Status: 
The growth in aviation greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, driven by increasing demand, will exceed expectant aviation efficiency gains. Globally, governments are implementing or considering market based measures to alleviate GHG emissions. Research is needed to examine the effectiveness of these measures, and the consequential impact on industries reliant on international aviation, particularly tourism.

According to Article 2.2 of the Kyoto Protocol, 'Annex 1 countries shall address international bunker fuel emissions through appropriate UN bodies - the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO)' in the case of international aviation. There is a potential that international aviation emissions may be part of post-2012 UNFCCC
 negotiations. 
Other current initiatives in addressing tourist aviation emissions include: domestic emissions trading schemes, carbon offset schemes, carbon taxes and changing tourist behaviour to less emissions-intensive travel (change in modes or distance traveled).This is occurring in an environment of increasing travel costs associated with rising oil and consequent fuel costs.

This project aims to complement the work of ICAO by analysing international tourist aviation emissions and the (social, economic, and environment) impact of market-based measures to address associated emissions. Without providing evidence-based research and analysis, future measures to address international aviation emissions could be less than optimal or even ineffective because the most suitable or cost-effective measures are not implemented. 
In respect of aviation inputs for the project, comprehensive data on airline schedules, aircraft types, and computed passenger numbers for flights between origins/destinations in APEC economies is readily available.  Aviation authorities compile aircraft movement datasets on an ongoing basis which contain information which can be used to compute carbon footprints for all flights between (and within) APEC economies.  The project will also draw on the material produced or held by ICAO and environmental committees on economic measures to manage aviation emissions.  
In respect of tourism inputs to the project, there is data on international tourism flows and the economic contribution of tourism available for the majority of the case study economies at a national level and at a global level through the United Nations World Tourism Organization (UNWTO).  The project will also draw on the material produced by the UNWTO on tourism and climate change. 
The end-of-project target:

To provide APEC economies with a template on international tourist aviation emissions, that includes international aviation emissions in APEC economies and analysis of measures to address these emissions. This template is intended to be utilised by APEC economies to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies, negotiating positions in international fora, and economic development and planning activities. 
Further, this template could be used to assess a range of 'price shocks' on APEC aviation and the consequential economic effects. It may also be used to assess other shocks, such as pandemics.

Gender issues:
The project applies to both males and females; no specific gender issues have been identified. 
Indicators of success:

An indicator of the success of the project would be the extent to which the template is utilised by APEC economies to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies, negotiating positions in international fora, and economic development and planning activities.
4) Explain who the intended beneficiaries of this project are.

Intended beneficiaries of this project are APEC economies; particularly tourism and transport policy makers, and the tourism and aviation industries. 
5) Describe precisely the expected project outputs. Describe how these outputs will benefit the targeted beneficiaries.

The expected project outputs are: 

1) A research report on international tourist flows to, and between, APEC economies and the associated emissions profile. This will include an overview of all APEC economies, and an in-depth analysis of select APEC economies including: Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Indonesia, Malaysia, New Zealand, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam. The report will also include historical trends and forecasts of future trends to the extent possible.
2) An analytical report on the impact of market-based measures to address international and intra regional tourist aviation emissions. The report will  compare the feasibility and effectiveness of various economic measures (emissions trading; carbon offsetting; carbon taxes; transport shifts (modal and shorter distance) to address aviation emissions, including consideration of:

a. the consequent economic impact on APEC economies (to the extent that this could be estimated); and

b. environmental impact (whether the measure has a positive, negative or neutral result in respect of global emissions).

The reports will be available on the TPT-WG and Tourism Working Group websites.  It is intended that a subsequent project could apply the same methodology to an in depth analysis of other APEC economies.  In this regard, the methodology will allow for future replication.
Benefits to targeted beneficiaries:

These reports will provide evidence-based analysis of international tourist aviation emissions. These reports provide new data, and enable a better understanding of international and interregional tourist aviation emissions in APEC economies. The analysis of market-based measures in the context of economic (tourism, international trade links), and social (connecting societies and cultures) activity ensures analysis of the drivers behind growing aviation emissions, the cost and benefits of various measures to address aviation GHG emissions, and the implications for dependent industries, such as tourism. 
Globally, governments are considering economic instruments to alleviate GHG emissions. Research is needed to examine the effectiveness of these measures, and their impact on industries reliant on international aviation, particularly tourism. Without providing evidence-based research and analysis, the address of international aviation emissions could be less than optimal or even ineffective because the most suitable or cost-effective measures are not implemented

Government agencies and the tourism and transport sectors in APEC economies will be able to utilise this template to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies, negotiating positions in international fora, and economic development and planning activities.
6) For applications under the TILF Special Account: Describe briefly how this project will contribute to the APEC Trade and Investment Liberalization and Facilitation (e.g. relevance to specific parts of the Osaka Action Agenda).

Not applicable. Funds are sought under the APEC Operational Account for the project which essentially involves research, sharing of information and experiences aimed at attaining sustainable growth and equitable development while improving economic and social well-being.

7) Which other APEC fora have been consulted about this project and what were the results?

The APEC Tourism Working Group lead Shepherd has been consulted in the development of this project proposal. The project proposal has also been submitted to the APEC Tourism Working Group out-of-session for consideration and support. 
At the TPT-WG31 in September 2008 in Lima, Peru, the project proposal was considered by the Aviation Experts Group and Chair of the Aviation Emissions Taskforce. The proposal was endorsed by the TPT-WG31 for submission for BMC consideration in October 2008.
The APEC Energy Working Group has been provided with a copy of the proposal and will be consulted in the development of the final project design and request for proposal.  
8)  Active Participation Describe how the intended beneficiaries among APEC stakeholders –APEC fora, governments, private sector and civil society, men/women – will participate in the planning, implementation and evaluation of the project.  

It is envisaged that this project will be conducted by a suitably qualified consultant with input and direction from Government officials in Australia and New Zealand. Key stakeholders in Australia and other economies will also be consulted in the implementation process. Drafts of the report will be provided to the APEC TPT-WG Aviation Emissions Task Force, TPT-WG and the APEC Tourism Working Group for comment. 
Australia as the project proponent and New Zealand as project co-sponsors will be responsible for supervising and directing the project to ensure the project will be implemented according to the agreed objectives, timeframe and budget. 
Project progress will be reported to the next APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting (TMM6) in Manila, the Philippines in April 2009 as part of a TPT-WG report for Ministers, with a draft final report for subsequent submission to the TPT-WG32 in Singapore from 25-31 July 2009 and TWG34 to be held in Singapore in April 2009 for consideration.

The TPT-WG Aviation Emissions Task Force and the APEC Tourism Working Group will follow up with relevant stakeholders and government agencies in member economies in regard to their progress on initiatives and measures on international tourist transport emissions. 

9) Project influence Describe how this project might contribute to any current or completed projects or activities in APEC or elsewhere. Why is APEC the most appropriate institution to fund the project?

This project would benefit APEC economies in preparing a position on addressing international aviation emissions in the future.
It is most appropriate for APEC to fund this project because it is specifically intended for APEC economies which will be the direct beneficiaries.

Methodology

10) Describe the project’s methodology. Break down the project implementation into discrete functional steps over time with the associated outputs clearly specified. The project methodology will consist of three stages that will be implemented by a qualified consultant under the direction of the Project Overseer (Australia) and Co-Project Overseer (New Zealand). 

Stage 1: Examine international tourist transport to and between APEC economies.  Steps would include: 


· The overview will include input from the UNWTO
; ICAO and IATA

· The in-depth case studies will include inputs from select APEC economies including  government and non-government stakeholders from Singapore, Thailand, Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Vietnam, Papua New Guinea, New Zealand and Australia.);

· analysis of results, drawing out main findings, trends, themes, and issues (transport modes and tourist flows).
· prepare report.

Stage 2: Analysis of measures to address international and interregional tourist emissions and (environment, economic and social) impact including:
· Emissions trading

· Carbon offsetting 
· Carbon taxes

· Transport mode shift  
· Shift to shorter-distance travel.
Stage 3 – Development and testing of the template.

It is anticipated that a report on progress will be provided to the next Transportation and Tourism Working Group Meetings in mid 2009.
Risks are as follows:

· Consultant not producing material of the required scope or quality and/or in accordance with agreed timelines.
· Consultant abandoning project due to inability to perform or bankruptcy.

· Officials in APEC economies responsible for project supervision not performing their role properly or in a timely manner.
· Absence of cooperation by pilot economies.
In managing these risks, due diligence will be carried out in the selection of a suitable consultant to carry out the project. Assessments of the consultant’s work will be done in accordance with contracted milestones and corresponding payment arrangements. A panel of senior Transport and Tourism officials from Australia will be responsible for project oversight.

Participation: All economies will also be invited to provide comment on advanced drafts of reports.  

Contribution: Australia will provide close supervision of the project, with New Zealand providing input. Australia will have the lead role in working with the consultant to deliver the required output. The Aviation Emissions Task Force Chair and the Tourism Working Group Lead Shepherd will have particular engagement with this project and will be invited to provide input and comment on draft output.

Gender Concerns

13) Many projects have the potential to affect men and women differently because of their different roles and positions in many societies.  What steps does this project take to ensure that it benefits both groups and in particular does not disadvantage women? The majority of tourism enterprises are small and medium enterprises (SMEs) of which women make up a significant proportion.  In Australia, women make up about one third of all SMEs, a figure reflected across the region. Research shows that women-owned enterprises tend to face different issues than male-owned enterprises related to, inter alia, their business size (usually small and micro), the sectors in which they cluster (services, especially tourism and business that are reliant on tourism including production of local crafts and production of niche products), gender based discrimination and the disproportionate burden of family responsibilities.  Furthermore, it is also widely acknowledged that the world’s poor are the most vulnerable to climate change. Since women form a disproportionate number of the world poor (approximately 70%), women are disproportionately vulnerable to climate change.  For example, women in rural areas in developing countries have the major responsibility for household water supply and energy for cooking, as well as for food security.  Because of these roles and unequal access to resources and decision making and limited mobility, women are more vulnerable to natural disasters, including floods, fires and mudslides.

To ensure that the project outcomes benefit both men and women, the project will include a gender analysis of the impacts of market –based measures to manage tourism related aviation emissions.  To assist with this analysis gender expertise will be sought.  This will include an examination of particular issues relating to women and the tourist industry and gender issues in climate change.  This will also include the collection of sex-disaggregated data, where possible, to gain a better understanding of the potential social and economic impacts of market-based measures to reduce tourist aviation emissions.
The project will actively encourage the participation of women in all stages to ensure equitable representation in the design, development and implementation of the project.

Research also shows that there are considerable differences in how women and men access information, and that men and women tend to use different communication channels.  To address this, the project overseer will urge individual economies to include relevant women’s networks when raising awareness of the findings and outcomes of the project in their own economies.

APEC Ministers have indicated (Framework for the Integration of Women in APEC) that benefits might include: increasing the involvement of women in the economy and economic institutions; integrating women into the global economy; strengthening small and medium sized enterprises; and reducing gender inequalities, including through education and training. 

A key aim of the project is to contribute to the future viability of sustainable tourism industries in APEC economies. As women make up a significant proportion of tourism SMEs and micro enterprises that are reliant on tourism, the project will have direct benefits for these women. The project will examine the social, gender and economic impacts of market-based measures associated with tourism aviation emission and develop a template for APEC economies to inform the development of future transport and tourism policies. To the extent that this will contribute to the understanding and development of climate change mitigation strategies the project will have benefits for the regions poor, of whom women make up a disproportionate number.
