Franchised Bus (S.D.): A single-decked bus operated by C.M.B., City Bus, K.M.B. or New Lantau Bus Co.

Franchised Bus (D.D.): A double-decked bus operated by C.M.B., City Bus, K.M.B. or New Lantau Bus Co.

- Pedestrian’s traffic violations including jaywalking and drunk walking on roadway at night

(2) Insufficient traffic safety facilities and unreasonable operation

· A severe shortage of road safety facilities including road signs and sidewalk/roadway dividing features

· A shortage of lighting facilities and not enough illumination so that traffic accidents are highly occurred at night.

(3) Low degree of safety in transportation means and inadequate safety management in transportation agencies
