Singapore
All Customs declarations submitted electronically via TradeNet.  Customs and Excise dept. has EC system for Advanced Clearance for Courier and Express shipments, Air cargo, bonded warehouses, and petroleum licences.



Two secure electronic transactions payment gateways available. Digital certificates to identify Internet users, and cash cards for electronic purchases available
Willing to share with other economies the progress of EC in Singapore.
TPT WG could facilitate understanding and coordination of EC among APEC transport officials.
TradeNet facilities based on EDIFACT standard messaging and provides EC links to regulatory and port authorities, and trading community, incl. Air and sea cargo agents..

Korea
EDI using a mix of EDIFACT and local EDI messages accepted for communications with Customs via KTNET
EDI using a mix of EDIFACT and local EDI messages accepted for communications with Customs via KTNET
EDI using a mix of EDIFACT and local EDI messages accepted for exchange of financial messages via KTNET


About 30,000 EDI users registered in 1997.  EDI via KL-Net using EDIFACT and local standards available for communications with , port authorities, maritime and rail transport sectors

Canada
EDI and other EC systems available for communications with Customs by importers, exporters and transport sector.
Information on import and export documentation required by Customs is available on Internet.
Canadian Food Inspection Agency expedites clearances using EDI.
Importers may pay duty and taxes with VISA card.

Japan

Australia
Facilities available  for electronic reporting and clearance of import and export cargo by both shippers (ie importers and exporters) and shipping companies through the electronic lodgement of manifests.  This can be done by EDI or other forms of EC via a Bureau Service operated by Tradegate. (this facility is designed principally for SMEs).


In July 1998 a system for simultaneous clearance of meat exports by both the Australian Customs Service and the Australian Quarantine & Inspection Service was introduced.  This will be extended to dairy products and subsequently to other goods subject to quarantine controls.

System work through a single entry system in with Customs. 


EDIFACT standard messages and associated implementation guidelines tested and available for financial transactions. At present banks in Australia using their own propriety standards, but willing to provide facilities based on EDIFACT standards and implementation guidelines, provided there is sufficient demand for such a service
Australia has EC expertise that could be of use to other APEC economies on a commercial basis.

Australia is willing to exchange EC information  with other economies.
Actively promote standardising and harmonising EC between economies, particularly in adoption of internationally agreed  EDIFACT messaging system.

Also, need to promote use of EC for manifest information to port authorities.
The Sydney Ports Corporation introduced a facility for electronic receipt of ship’s manifests.  This will be progressively provided by the other major ports in Australia. 



New Zealand
The NZ Customs Service (NZCS) offers a “paperless” Electronic Data Interface (EDI) service to process import and export declarations for goods traded with NZ.  

NZCS, in conjunction with its Australian colleagues, is currently trialing a system aimed at utilising the export document of one party as the import document for the other.  


NZCS provides a joint gateway for Customs and Quarantine communications.  Currently developing EDI SANCRT (phytosanitory certificates) for messages to overseas authorities.
NZ is working towards increasing use of electronic commerce for banking functions.
