Recommendation 4: Airfreight

Singapore generally seeks to have liberal exchanges of airfreight and passenger traffic rights with our bilateral partners. We have allowed separate provisions for airfreight and passenger capacity in our air services agreements (ASAs) with APEC economies.  Our experience is that when airfreight traffic rights are tied with passenger entitlements, the expansion of airfreight entitlements is usually bogged down when economies are unwilling to liberalise passenger traffic rights during ASA negotiations.

2 Singapore supports the liberalisation of airfreight services and has proposed to other APEC economies a liberalised airfreight regime on the basis of reciprocity.  Singapore has concluded airfreight open skies with the US, New Zealand and Brunei.  This has provided greater flexibility and capacity for airfreight services between Singapore and the respective economies. 
3 Changi Airport has ample capacity to meet the current and future demand for airfreight.  At the airport, foreign airlines and companies are allowed to own and operate freight forwarding and warehousing business.  In addition, the airport has a one-stop airfreight service centre dedicated to airfreight. 
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
