Recommendation 7: Airlines’ Co-operative Arrangements

Several of our air services agreements with APEC economies allows for the designated airlines of both economies to engage in co-operative arrangements such as code sharing (including on domestic sectors), joint operation, block space, and leasing as well as with the designated carriers of a third economy.  The air services agreements also allow for co-operative arrangements involving other transport modes.  

2 The airlines’ co-operative arrangements may be subject to the airlines holding the appropriate authority, meeting the requirements normally applied to such arrangements and that reciprocal agreements are established with the third economy as well.  In addition, the co-operative arrangements may be subject to the respective clauses contained in each bilateral air services agreement.  Filing and approval of the co-operative arrangements are required.  
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
