Code-sharing

Bilateral code-sharing between airlines of two countries could be commonly practiced under the bilateral agreement.  But 3rd party code-sharing is permitted rarely; when so, it is exchanged on a reciprocal basis.

Block space, joint operation, seat swap, and other forms of cooperation among airlines are available through cooperative arrangements among airlines.  Generally these agreements would become effective either through  government approval or filing system depending on the degree of importance of the arrangements.

Matters relating to operation of links between land transport networks, such as buses and rails, with the air transport network are autonomously conducted by the airlines in a intermodal/ interline-like manner.  There is no special regulation on this area.

Limitation on points of origin, destination, intermediates, etc. is dependent on the level of exchange in bilateral air talks on the basis of mutual reciprocity.
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
