RESPONSE:


Cooperative arrangements such as code sharing, joint operation, block space, and others (For your economy do cooperative arrangements include wet leasing?)

Cooperative arrangements signed by mexico do not include wet leasing, in view that national legislation do not allow for it.


Cooperative arrangements between designated carriers of each bilateral partner

There have been no difficulties. On the contrary, air transport and passengers have profited from cooperative arrangements.


Cooperative arrangements between designated carriers of the same economy

These arrangements have helped in integrating by air the different regions of the country to the rest of the world.  


Cooperative arrangements between designated carriers of one economy and non-designated carriers of another

In this way, we have assured services for passengers to countries with which we have no bilateral agreements


Cooperative arrangements on domestic sectors

These arrangements have helped in integrating by air the different regions of the country.  


Cooperative arrangements with third-country carriers

These have been of great benefit for alliances and for the commercialization of services to destinations that can not be reached with the current available fleet of national carriers.


Cooperative arrangements involving other transport modes, such as bus or rail

There’s no national regulations specific to multimodal transportation (and apparently neither international regulations), so we have no experience as to this matter.


Limitations on points of origin, destination, intermediates or beyonds where cooperative arrangements may apply

These limitations have negatively affected competition in air transport


Limitations on capacity for a non-operating carrier

They do not allow for the development of service according to real needs


Rights for a non-operating carrier to sell on fifth freedom sectors

It is a mean of protecting the carriers’ rights and preserve incentives for investment 


Requirements for filing and approval of cooperative arrangements

Cooperative arrangements need to be filed only for information purposes. There is no need for authorization from the Ministry of Transport.


Conditions of acceptance of cooperative arrangements by aeronautical authorities, such as:


all participating airlines having underlying rights


third countries providing reciprocity or a formal agreement


applying competition criteria


safety or security concerns
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
