Recommendation Nº 3: Doing Business (CHINA)

 

Referring to the issue of reviewing of Implementation of the Recommendations for More Competitive  Air  Services - Doing Business Matters,  I would like to offer our submission as follows:


China has gradually eased the regulations governing doing business matters since the mid-Nineties.

 

Designated foreign airlines in the territory of China are allowed to:

· select among competing ground handling service providers;

· transfer their earnings in a free convertible currency at official rate;

· employ third-country managerial level personnel for their representative offices; 

· sell and market the agreed services and their own services products either directly or through authorized agents;

· set up on-line sale offices; and

· use their own computer reservation system at their representative offices to provide services to customers.

 

The existing restrictions include:

· setting up off-line sale offices by designated airlines;

· setting up offices and selling their own air services by non-designated airlines; and

· direct access of foreign CRS to local agents (which has to be linked to the Chinese GDS center and then extends to local agents terminals)

 

China recognizes that removal of impediments to doing business has been the world wide trend in line with the economic globalization, which has benefited the air transport industry and customers. However, the pace of such removal should be allowed to vary from one Economy from another, taking into account the different circumstances.
