Ground handling arrangements

This is a main business operation at airports of Vietnam.  Vietnam has planned to open this operation to enterprises of Vietnam only.

•
Currency conversion and remittance of earnings

Foreign airlines entitled to sell their transportation documents in Vietnam are allowed to freely convert and remit their earnings.

•
Employment of non‑national personnel, in managerial, technical, operational, commercial, and "other specialist duties"

Foreign airlines commercially operating in Vietnam are allowed to employ non‑national personnel in their own operations.  Airlines of vietnam are also allowed to employ non‑national personnel on the basis of  labour contract subject to approval of competent authorities. 
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•
Sale and marketing of air services products, including the right to establish offices, in locations not directly served by the carrier

Vietnam is ready to negotiate to include in her bilateral air services arrangements a provision to allow airlines of her counterparts to conduct sale and marketing of air services products in Vietnam, providing that the airlines in question meet the requirement of "substantial ownership and effective control".

•
Access to computer reservation systems

Foreign airlines operating scheduled services to/from Vietnam are allowed, at their option, to use CRS services provided in Vietnam or use their own CRS for the sale of their air services products in Vietnam.
•
Safety or security concerns

Vietnam implements ICAO standards with respect to air safety and security.
