Recommendation 8: Market access

Singapore’s approach on market access is to work with our bilateral partners to seek more opportunities for airlines of both sides to tap the market potential of the routes, on the basis of reciprocity.  Requests from our bilateral partners for services over and above the air services agreements are generally considered positively on an extra-bilateral basis as well.  Singapore seeks further expansion of route and traffic rights on an opportunity basis and at the air services negotiations with our bilateral partners.

Singapore adopts a liberal aviation policy.  Our air services agreements with a few APEC economies already provide for open route schedules and unrestricted 3rd, 4th and 5th freedom passenger capacity.  Singapore continues to seek a more liberalised market assess regime with other APEC economies.
