Review of Implementation of Eight Recommendations for more Competitive Air Services – Ownership & Control 

As agreed at the 17th Transportation Working Group Meeting held in Singapore, 27-31 March 2000, New Zealand and Singapore are the co-ordinating economies for the review of the recommendation on air carrier ownership and control.  The information derived from the review will be useful to economies as they consider how they will implement the eight recommendations for more competitive air services supported by the APEC Leader’s in their Declaration at Auckland on 13 September 1999.

This recommendation, put forward by the Air Services Group, is that economies give consideration to relaxing the ownership and control requirements when considering designation made by partners under bilateral air services arrangements on a case-by-case basis.  The recommendation noted that the ICAO Air Transport Regulation Panel’s formulation could be used a guide.  The recommendation is given a ‘medium’ priority.

The responses received by Australia in answer to the APEC air services survey it carried out last year reveal that a number of economies are accepting as designation criteria, on a case-by-case basis, principal place of business and permanent place of residence.  In order to determine where there might be room for enhanced implementation of the ownership recommendation, New Zealand and Singapore:

1
invite submissions on the experience of each economy with regard to air carrier ownership and control; and

2.
invite each economy to advise the benefits it has derived from a relaxation of its approach to air carrier ownership and control, and/or any difficulties it may have encountered in relaxing its approach.

Economies will be aware of considerable evolution worldwide on the matter of airline ownership.  In the survey conducted by Australia on the eight air services recommendations, it was evident that most economies required national airlines to be substantially owned and effectively controlled by their own nationals, and that the substantial ownership and effective control clause was prevalent in most bilateral air services agreements.  

Economies will have also noted the recommendation of the ICAO Air Transport Regulation Panel in June 1997, referred to in the Air Services Group recommendation:

"That States wishing to accept broadened criteria for air carrier use of market access in the bilateral or multilateral air services agreements agree to authorise market access for a designated air carrier which:

(a)
has its principal place of  business and permanent residence on the territory of the designated State; and

(b)
has and maintains a strong link to the designating State."

RESPONSE:

Mexico’s current designation criteria is substantial ownership and effective control, as well as principal place of business and permanent place of residence. These have allowed a more equitable concurrence among the different carriers.

In the past, our country negotiated in some cases based on other criteria that gave way to the awarding of rights in non-equivalent markets. This situation has provoked structural problems in our industry, in view of which we presently conduct negotiations with an approach to preserve real and effective reciprocity, in markets that are economically equivalent.
