Recommendation 1:  Air carrier ownership and control 

Singapore supports the broadening of the airline designation criteria to one that is based on ‘principal place of business’ and ‘effective control’.  This is in line with the recommendations of the ICAO Air Transport Regulation Panel in June 1997 and the APEC Air Services Group in February 1998 on this subject.  

2 Currently, most of Singapore’s bilateral air services agreements (ASAs) with the APEC economies have the standard ownership and effective control clause governing the designation of airlines.  However, an updated designation clause based on ‘(incorporated and has its) principal place of business’ and ‘effective control’ can be found in our ASA with New Zealand. 

3 Singapore pursues the updating of the airline designation article in our bilateral ASAs through correspondences as well as at air services consultations.  Unfortunately, some APEC economies have replied that they are not ready to accept the broadened airline ownership and control criteria.  
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
