Vietnam has applied the double approval principle in her tariff regime.  In all the air services arrangements signed with states and APEC economies Vietnam has not yet introduced any tariff principles other than the above-mentioned principle. Due consideration by Vietnam has been paid to other tariff principles with a view to incorporating them into bilateral air services arrangements such as: double approval for published tariff, free application of market fares, single disapproval, country of origin.

If no, please (i) indicate the difficulties preventing your Economy from removal or progressive easing of tariff regulations and (ii) advise whether these difficulties can be overcome within a time frame of 1 year, 5 years or 10 years (please specify).

In the development of air transport of Vietnam, the above-mentioned tariff regimes help ensure equal and effective participation of airlines of vietnam in the international air transport market. The regimes prove to be effective in helping Vietnam balance the interests of all airlines operating in the market. The easing of tariff regulations will be implemented through regional cooperation arrangements.

Has your Economy allowed double disapproval for tariffs in your bilateral air services arrangements with other APEC economies?

Double disapproval for tariff has not yet been allowed in bilateral air services arrangements between Vietnam and APEC economies.

If no, what are the difficulties preventing your Economy from adopting double disapproval? Would you be prepared to consider gradually moving towards such a tariff regime in a time frame of 1 year, 5 years or 10 years (please specify)?

The application of double disapproval for tariff principle is considered to be unfair in the competition between airlines of Vietnam and airlines of other more developed countries.  Vietnam has introduced the application of double disapproval regime in the cooperation of Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar and Vietnam Sub-region in the period up to 2006 which, then, shall be applied in ASEAN and APEC.

Vietnam is ready to consider the application of this principle in her bilateral air services arrangements.

In principle, Vietnam is ready to negotiate the application of this principle in her bilateral air services arrangements.

Vietnam has not yet allowed airlines of APEC to file tariffs electronically.

One of the impediment is that in Vietnam fax, e-mail and other electronic documents are not recognized as legal evidence.  Moreover, facilities are not sufficient to accommodate electronic transactions, electronically filling of tariff by airlines.  Vietnam shall consider allowing airlines to file their tariff electronically in three years.
