�2.	Briefly describe the regulatory, administrative and legislative powers of the bodies listed above.  (We should include an example.)



Australia



Maritime Transport Group is part of the Australian Dept. of Workplace Relations and Small Business.  It provides maritime policy advice to the Australian Government, administers maritime programs and is primarily responsible to develop and review maritime legislation.  Representatives participate in some IMO meetings.

Australian Marine Incident Investigation Unit investigates marine accidents.  Its powers are described in he Navigation (Marine Casualty)Regs.  The Inspector of MIIU actively participates at relevant IMO meetings.

AMSA’s responsibilities include setting and regulating safety standards for the operation of commercial shipping, the operation of a network of marine navigation aids, civil air and marine search and rescue, combating pollution in the marine environment.  The powers and functions are set out in the Navigation Act 1912; the Shipping Registration Act 1981; the Lighthouses Act, 1911; the Protection of the Seas (Prevention of Pollution from Ships) Act, 1983 and the Occupational Health and Safety (Maritime Industry) Act, 1993.

Jurisdiction generally limited to vessels of 500 GRT or more, operating on inter-State and international voyages.  Vessels under 500 GRT are the responsibility of the safety authorities of Australian State and the Northern Territory Governments.

The Australian Attorney General’s Department provides a range of legal services including interpretation and development of international conventions and is represented at the IMO Legal Committee by an officer from the Attorney General’s office.



Canada



Transport Canada is a Department of the Federal Government.  Marine Safety is a Directorate within Transport Canada that is responsible for the administration and enforcement of Marine Safety regulations, primarily under the authority of the Canada Shipping Act.

The Canadian Coast Guard forms part of the Federal Government Department of Fisheries and Oceans and is responsible for environmental response, recreational boating safety, search and rescue, protection of navigable waters and related activities.  The legislative authority is contained in the Oceans Act and partly in the Canada Shipping Act.

The Transportation Safety Board conducts investigations into casualties and incidents in Canadian waters and on Canadian Registered Ships.



Chile



The DGTM Y MM is the maximum maritime authority in Chile in charge of whole regulatory, administrative and legislative affairs concerning all maritime activities.



Chinese Taipei



Legislative powers include fire detection, hot pursuit, etc.



Hong Kong



The Marine Department is responsible for the enforcement of port and shipping regulations.  The Department does not have any legislative power.  The enactment of any law will have to go through a proper legislative process.  For instance, before a regulation becomes enforceable, it has to go through Executive Council and Legislative Council.

Japan



Transport Policy Bureau -  co-ordinate countermeasures for transport safety; co-ordinate countermeasures against disasters affecting transport; collect information on transport accidents; co-ordinate matters relating to environment protection in transport section; operate the Law Relating to the Prevention of Marine Pollution and Maritime Disaster except MSA, MTSB, PHB’s job.

Maritime Transport Bureau - control of domestic and ocean-going shipping business.

Maritime Technological and Safety Bureau - development of rules and regulations for ship safety; development of rules and regulations for ships structure and equipment to prevent marine pollution from ships; registration of ships; flag State inspections for conventional and domestic ships; port State inspections; control of classification society; type approval for ships equipment, installation, etc. required to fit on board by relevant regulations; measurement of gross tonnage of ships; examination on carriage of special cargoes and dangerous goods; correspondence to international issues concerning ships safety, e.g. IMO and Tokyo MOU.

Ports and Harbours Bureau - construction, improvement, maintenance and administration of Ports and Harbours, and subsidization and supervision for these activities; construction, improvement, maintenance and administration of Channels.

Marine Safety Agency - legislation and amendment of laws and regulations concerning maritime traffic rule, such as collision regulations and special rules in certain areas.

Marine Accidents Inquiry Agency - clarify the cause of maritime accidents by inquiry, thereby contributing to the prevention of their occurrence.

Mexico



Organizational  Law of the Federal Public Administration, Art. 36 Fracc. XIX - Establishes the powers that they are competition of the S.C.T.

Law of Navigation of 1994 - Regulate the General communication process by water, the navigation and the services that in her are lent, the Mexican merchant marine, the acts, facts and goods related to the maritime trade, as well as the maritime authority.

Internal Regulation of the S.C.T. Art. 28 - Establishes the attributions of the General Direction of the Merchant Marine.



�New Zealand



Maritime Safety Authority of New Zealand - five members, whose objective is to promote maritime safety at a reasonable cost and defined statutory functions in the administration of safety requirements.  The Authority undertakes the drafting of delegated legislation (maritime rules) for the Minister of Transport.  The functions of the Authority are:



To establish safety standards relating to entry into the maritime transport system which promote safe shipping.

To monitor adherence to the safety standards within the maritime transport system.

To ensure regular reviews of the maritime transport system to promote the improvement and development of its safety.

To promote compliance with safety and marine pollution prevention standards in the maritime transport system.

To ensure the provision of appropriate distress and safety radio communication systems and navigational aids for shipping.

To ensure New Zealand’s preparedness for, and ability to respond to, marine oil pollution spills.

To license ships, their operation and their crews.

To ensure the occupational health and safety of seafarers.

To promote safety in the maritime transport system by providing marine safety information and advice.

To investigate and review maritime transport accidents and incidents.

To maintain the New Zealand Register of Ships.

To maintain and preserve records and documents relating to the Authority’s functions.

To advise the Minister on technical maritime safety policy.

To perform such other functions as are conferred on it by the Maritime Transport Act or any other Act.



Regional Councils - responsible for local navigational safety controls, harbour-specific pilotage requirements and controls on some small boat safety and small commercial passenger boat operations.

Ministry of Transport - policy advice to the Minister of Transport on maritime safety and marine environment protection, vetting of the draft maritime and marine protection rules prepared by the Maritime Safety Authority and negotiating the performance agreement with the Maritime Safety Authority on behalf of the Minister of Transport.

Classification Societies - No statutory standing as such.  Officers exercise powers of the Director of Inspection, issue and suspend maritime documents, under the Maritime Transport Act.



Philippines



Marina was created through PO 747 principally in the promotion and development of the shipping industry in the country.  The promulgation of E.O. 125/125-A transferred the safety regulatory function to Marina which took effect sometime in November 1994.



�Singapore



The Maritime and Port Authority of Singapore (MPA) makes regulations and regulates the safety and operational standards of shipping and maritime activities in Singapore.  It also administers the various International Maritime Conventions that were enacted by the Singapore Parliament.  MPA regulates the world’s busiest port and acts as the promoter and regulator of port services and economic activities.  It is also the port planner responsible for drawing up the national port master plan.  It also acts as the harbour authority, controlling vessel movements, ensuring navigational safety and managing the marine environment in the port.



Thailand



Coordination with other agencies on oil spill response operation and processing of oil spill reports.





�3.	Are these bodies funded by the central government, by commercial operations or by industry taxes, charge or levies?  Please specify.



Australia



The Maritime Transport Group of the Department of Workplace Relations and Small Business (including the Australian Marine Incident Investigation Unit) and the Attorney General’s Department are Australian Government budget funded bodies.

AMSA is funded by a mix of program based levies (in respect of marine safety regulation, pollution and navigational services), fees for specified services (particularly for safety certification of Australian flagged ships), and Government (budget) funding in respect of search and rescue services.  Industry levies account for approximately 73% of AMSA revenue.



Canada



Transport Canada Marine Safety charges fees for its services in accordance with the ‘Board of Steamship Inspection Scale of Fees’.  These fees are proportionally cost recoverable as determined by the Government.  Otherwise funded by the Federal Government.

Canadian Coast Guard has established Marine Services Fees which are currently being re-evaluated.  Otherwise funded by the Federal Government.



Chile



Government, as well as charges and levies imposed on vessels.



Chinese Taipei



Most bodies funded by the central government except Harbour Bureau and Chinese Petroleum Corporation.  They are funded by commercial operations.



Hong Kong



The Marine Department is a Department under the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (hereinafter referred to as the Government of the HKSAR).  All the revenue/expenditure of the Department goes to/comes from the Government of the HKSAR.

Australia



Institutional - Division of responsibility between Australian Commonwealth Government and the State and Territory governments has resulted in an inconsistent approach to administration of maritime safety.  Additionally, the current industry employment arrangements for large commercial trading vessels, along with existing OH&S industry scheme, haven’t promoted the optimum outcome re: safe working practices.

Economic - Failure of shipping industry parties (other than shipowners and operators) to accept responsibility for maintaining ship safety and environmental protection.  Australian shippers employ ships subject to stringent port State control inspections.  This approach has placed Australian shippers at a commercial disadvantage compared with shippers that have access to substandard shipping and has resulted from the failure to deal effectively with the substandard shipping at an international level.  As well, additional costs imposed by new regulation and increased commercial disadvantage for Australian shippers is an issue.

Legal - Absence of a legal regime which requires that ships in Australian waters have adequate insurance cover.  Absence of any liability and compensation regime covering damage from incidents involving bunker or spills.

Current OH&S arrangements are under review and a move from industry employment to company employment is part of the Commonwealth Government’s shipping reform policy.  Close liaison and consultation between the Maritime Transport Group of the Department of Workplace Relations and Small Business and the AMSA has minimized administrative problems while maximizing the benefits of separating policy and regulatory responsibilities.

Economic - OECD Maritime Transport Committee is exploring whether parties in the shipping industry (other than shipowners/operators) should/can accept any responsibility, and is the subject of an Australian APEC project proposal.

Legal - Australia supports efforts in the IMO to develop international instruments to ensure adequate insurance cover and provide appropriate compensation for damage from bunker spills.  They may pursue domestic legislation if international instruments can’t be developed.
