Dear Colleagues

Third APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting, Peru, 2001

The 2nd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting was held in Victoria BC, Canada, in June 1997.  Shepherds, SCCs and HODs have previously agreed on the desirability of having another ministerial meeting.  Furthermore, the last APEC Leaders’ Statement (Auckland, New Zealand, September 1999) called on Ministers to take ABAC’s recommendations into account in their work (in our case, specifically on air services, thus creating an imperative for another ministerial–level meeting).  It was pleasing therefore that Peru volunteered at TPT-WG/16 in Hong Kong, China, to host the third such meeting.  

Current information from Peru is that the third meeting is likely to be held in the 2nd quarter of 2001.  It is important that the Group commences a process now that will enable us to hold a full discussion at TPT-WG/18 in Miyazaki, Japan about the themes, format, and agenda of the Third Ministerial Meeting and the process of drafting the expected Joint Ministerial Statement.  (In the period up to TPT-WG/18, we would work on these matters by correspondence to ensure that well-developed papers are prepared for discussion and decision.)

To set this process in motion, some general matters that should be discussed at TPT-WG/17 include:

· the duration of the meeting;

· whether the meeting should have any particular theme(s) or focus;

· whether there may be new initiatives that Ministers could take in 2001, and

· whether the meeting should provide an opportunity for Ministers and industry representatives to openly discuss current transportation issues.

I should appreciate it if SCCs and HODs would think about the Ministerial in the next few days and I would welcome your feedback.
